are just some of our key texts for the half term… 

English: Children will continue to apply their knowledge of Little Wandle Letters and Sounds 
with increasing accuracy and independence. We will begin Phase 4 of Little Wandle. There 
will be no new sounds to learn but we will learn how to read words with consonant clusters 
such as jump, bright and twist. We will also be learning a new set of tricky words that we 
need to learn to read on sight. These are: said, so, have, like, some, come, love, do, were, 
here, little, says, there, when, what, one, out, to-
day. 
Maths: We will begin to explore numbers up to 20 
and begin to understand what it means to double 
and to halve a number. We continue to solve  sim-
ple practical addition and subtraction      prob-
lems and also begin to divide amounts   equally. 
We will continue to develop our understanding of 
vocabulary and language linked to Maths.
